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VORWORT

WIR BEGRUSSEN SIE HERZLICH zur 7. Jahre-
stagung zur Migrationsforschung in Osterreich.
Die Konferenz steht heuer unter dem Motto
,Globalisierung der Grenzen - Grenzen der
Globalisierung: Migration zwischen globalen
Krisen und lokalen Dynamiken". Migration ist
wesentlicher Teil gesellschaftlichen Wandels in
einer sich globalisierenden Welt. Globalisierung
als multidimensionaler und grenziberschrei-
tender Prozess steht hierbei in einer komplexen
Wechselbeziehung zu internationaler Migration
und Mobilitat sowie zu lokalen (Dis-)Integrations-
prozessen.

Die internationale Vernetzung und Integra-

tion von gesellschaftlichen Systemen werden
insbesondere durch grenziiberschreitende
Krisen allgemein sichtbar. Internationale
Mobilitat ist ein wesentlicher Transmissions-
mechanismus, der selbst Krisen globalisiert und
lokale Wirkungen entfaltet. In welcher Weise
verandert Migration sowohl Herkunfts- als auch
Aufnahmegesellschaften, und wie stehen diese
Verdnderungen transnational in Verbindung?
Wie erleben sowohl Migrant*innen als auch die
Mehrheitsbevolkerung diese komplexen und
grenzlberschreitenden Zusammenhange, und
welche Verhaltensreaktionen folgen daraus? Wie
versuchen Akteur*innen aus Politik, Religion,
Zivilgesellschaft, Wissenschaft und Kunst auf
diese Veranderungsprozesse Einfluss zu nehmen?
Wie verdandern diese gesellschaftlichen Prozesse
die Rolle von Grenzen sowie das Selbstver-
standnis und die Souveranitat von Staaten?

Neben diesen fundamentalen Fragen wollen
wir bei dieser Tagung aber auch die Grenzen
der Globalisierung beleuchten. Stehen wir

moglicherweise am Beginn einer Periode der



Deglobalisierung, die durch globale Krisen wie
die Finanzkrise von 2007-2009, die Covid-19
Pandemie, die Klimakrise und aggressive Geo-
politik autoritar gefihrter Atommachte ausgelost
wird? Wie verandert sich Mobilitadt und Migration
und ihre Steuerung in diesen Kontexten?

Migrationsforschung ist ein Forschungsfeld, in
welchem sich eine Vielzahl an Wissenschafts-
disziplinen mit solchen Fragestellungen
beschéftigt. Die 7. Jahrestagung der Migrations-
forschung in Osterreich wird in Hauptvortragen
und Plenardebatten die Herausforderungen und
Chancen multidisziplindrer Perspektiven zum
Thema Migration und Globalisierung beleuchten.
Dabeiwird es auch darum gehen, ob und wie

das Verstandnis von Migration und Mobilitat,
Integration und Sesshaftigkeit, Diversitat und
Teilhabe im Kontext globalisierter Gesellschaften
modifiziert werden muss.

Die Tagungen der Migrationsforschung in Oster-
reich werden in einem zweijahrigen Rhythmus
durchgeflihrt und dienen als Forum fiir fachliche
Diskussion und kollegiale Begegnung. Nach Salz-
burg vor zwei Jahrenist in diesem Jahr Krems
Ort der Veranstaltung. Die Kommission fir
Migrations- und Integrationsforschung und das
Institut fr Stadt- und Regionalforschung (ISR)
der Osterreichischen Akademie der Wissen-
schaften (KMI) sowie der Forschungsschwer-
punkt ,Migration, Citizenship and Belonging” der
Fakultat fur Sozialwissenschaften der Universitat
Wien organisieren die Tagung gemeinsam mit
der Gastgeberinstitution, dem Department fur
Migration und Globalisierung der Universitat flr
Weiterbildung Krems.

Drei Plenarveranstaltungen werden den
thematischen Schwerpunkt der Tagung aus
unterschiedlichen Perspektiven beleuchten. Die
Eroffnungsreferate von Ayelet Shachar und Et-
tore Recchi befassen sich mit den neuen Formen
von Grenzregimen, die sich global etablieren.

Sie betrachten diese als Antwort von Staaten

auf Massenvertreibungen und zunehmende
individuelle Mobilitat. Ayelet Shachar wird dabei
die Thesen ihres Buches The Shifting Border
weiterentwickeln und auf die aktuellen Heraus-
forderungen der Mobilitatsbeschrénkungen in
der Pandemie, der Flucht aus der Ukraine und der
Migrationsfolgen der Klimakrise anwenden.
Ettore Recchiwird, gestitzt auf Daten aus
seinem Global Mobilities Projekt, Visaregime und
Grenzinfrastruktur als Filtermechanismen analy-
sieren, mit denen Staaten die Durchlassigkeit
von Grenzen regulieren. Die am Abschlusstag
stattfindenden Referate von Parvati Raghuram
und Hein de Haas beschéftigen sich mit neueren
migrationstheoretischen Entwicklungen und
aktuellen Diskussionen. Wahrend Parvati
Raghuram sich kritisch mit post- und dekoloni-
alen Denkansatzen und deren Implikationen ftr
migrationstheoretische Forschung auseinander-
setzt, pladiert Hein de Haas in seinem Vortrag
fr ein umfassendes statt eines rein funktionalen
Verstandnisses von Migration als inharenter Teil
gesellschaftlicher Transformationsprozesse.

Ein abschlieBender Round-Table widmet sich der
Antwort Europas auf Flucht und Vertreibung aus
der Ukraine. Der deutsche Bundeskanzler Olaf
Scholz nannte den Angriffskrieg der Russischen
Foderation auf die Ukraine bekanntlich eine
JZeitenwende". Auf unserem Podium wird es um
die Frage gehen, welche Lehren aus der Antwort
auf die Ukraine-Krise flr die européische



Fltchtlingspolitik gezogen werden kénnen und
welche Potentiale und Herausforderungen sich
flr die Européische Asyl- und Fluchtlingspolitik,
auch angesichts der Unsicherheit des weiteren
Kriegsverlaufs und entsprechender Fllichtlings-
bewegungen, ergeben.

Die insgesamt 23 Panels und 77 Vortrége der
Tagung wurden aus den Einreichungen auf eine
offene Ausschreibung zusammengestellt. Alle
eingereichten Panels und Vortrage wurden
begutachtet. Die Verantwortung fir die
Letztauswahl lag bei einem multidisziplindren
Programmkomittee. Die Beitrage gehen weit
Uber das Motto der Tagung hinaus und spiegeln
die thematische Breite der gegenwaértigen
Migrationsforschung.

Im direkten Anschluss an die Jahrestagung
findet in diesem Jahr eine PhD Konferenz zur
Migrationsforschung in Osterreich statt, auf der
Doktorand*innen von 6sterreichischen
Universitaten ihre Arbeiten prasentieren und
unter anderem mit den Hauptvortragenden der
Tagung diskutieren.

Hinweisen moéchten wir auBerdem auf zwei Ver-
anstaltungen am Ende des zweiten Konferenz-
tages: Bei der ersten handelt es sich um eine
Podiumsdiskussion, bei der erste Ergebnisse

des EU-Projekts easyRights vorgestellt werden,
an dem das Department flr Migration und
Globalisierung der Universitat fir Weiterbildung
Krems beteiligt ist. EasyRights zielt darauf ab,
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mittels intelligenter Technologien Migrant*innen
zu Wissen Uber ihre Rechte zu verhelfen. Auch
im Anschluss an die Konferenz finden weitere
easyRights-Panels mit interessanten Einblicken
in das beinahe abgeschlossene Projekt statt.
Parallel zur Podiumsdiskussion gibt es eine Buch-
prasentation, bei der Gudrun Biffl und Peter Hu-
ber einen ersten Einblick in den Band Migration
& Arbeit geben, der noch in diesem Jahr in der
KMI-Buchreihe ,Migration &...“ erscheinen wird.

PREFACE

WELCOME to the 7th Biennial Conference on
Migration Research in Austria. The theme of this
year's conference is Globalization of Borders

- Borders of Globalization: Migration between
global crises and local dynamics. Migration is an
essential part of social change in a globalising
world. Not only does the multidimensional and
cross-border process of globalisation affect
international migration and mobility in complex
ways but it also influences local processes of
(dis-)integration.

Transnational crises reveal the extent to which so-
cial systems have become interconnected and in-
ternationally integrated. International mobility is
an essential transmission mechanism that causes
crises to spread globally and leaves an impression
in local contexts. In which ways does migration al-
ter contexts of origin and destination and how are
these changes connected transnationally? How
do migrants and majority populations experience
these complex cross-border dynamics and how
do they react to these? How do actors from the
fields of politics, religion, civil society, academia,
and the arts attempt to influence these processes
of change? How do these social processes change
the role and nature of borders, but also the
identity and sovereignty of states?

Apart from these fundamental questions, we also
intend to shed light on the limits of globalisation.
Do we perhaps find ourselves at the beginning of
a period of de-globalisation triggered by global
crises such as the financial crisis of 2007-2009,
the Covid-19 pandemic, the climate crisis, and
aggressive geopolitics of authoritarian nuclear
forces? How do mobility, migration, and their
governance adapt to these new realities?



Migration studies is a research field in which a
number of scientific disciplines approach such
complex questions from multiple angles. In its
keynote addresses and plenary sessions, the

7th Austrian Biennial Conference on Migration
Research will shed light on the challenges and
opportunities presented by multidisciplinary
perspectives on migration and globalisation. The
conference will further address whether and
how understandings of migration and mobility,
integration and settled life, as well as diversity
and participation must be modified in the context
of globalised societies.

The Biennial Conference on Migration Research
in Austria serves as a forum for scholarly discus-
sion and collegial exchange. After we had met in
Salzburg two years ago, this year’s conference
location is Krems. The Commission for Migration
and Integration Research (KMI), the Institute for
Urban and Regional Research (ISR) of the Austri-
an Academy of Sciences, and the Key Research
Area “Migration, citizenship and belonging” of
the Faculty of Social Sciences at the University of
Vienna jointly organise the conference, together
with the host, the Department for Migration and
Globalization at the University for Continuing
Education Krems.

Three plenary sessions will illuminate the themat-
ic focus of the conference from different perspec-
tives. The opening keynotes by Ayelet Shachar
and Ettore Recchi focus on global trends towards
new forms of border regimes. They analyse

these as state responses to mass displacement
and growing individual mobility. Ayelet Shachar
will apply the theses developed in her book The
Shifting Border to current challenges, namely the
mobility restrictions during the pandemic, the
flight from Ukraine, and migration induced by the
climate crisis. Ettore Recchi will use data from his
Global Mobilities Project to analyse visa regimes
and border infrastructure as filtering mechanisms

that allow states to regulate the permeability

of borders. On the last day of the conference,
Parvati Raghuram and Hein de Haas will take up
recent developments in migration theory and
current debates in the field of migration studies.
While Parvati Raghuram will discuss critical post-
and decolonial approaches and their implications
for migration theory and practice, Hein de Haas
will argue in favour of moving beyond a functional
towards a more comprehensive understanding of
migration as an integral part of social transforma-
tion processes.

Afinal Round Table will discuss the Europe-

an response to flight and displacement from
Ukraine. The German chancellor Olaf Scholz
famously called the Russian war of aggression
against Ukraine a “watershed in the history of
our continent”. We will enquire after the lessons
that European refugee policy can learn from the
response to the Ukraine crisis and consider its
potential as well as its challenges for European
asylum and refugee policy, especially regarding
the uncertainty of the further course of war and
the consequent displacement of people.

Our 23 panels and 77 papers were selected sub-
sequent to an open call for papers. Independent
experts reviewed all submissions. A multi-disci-
pline programme committee made the final selec-
tion. The contributions cover topics far beyond
the conference theme and mirror the thematic
breadth of contemporary migration research.

This year, the annual conference will be followed
by a PhD conference, amongst others on migra-
tion research in Austria, during which PhD stu-
dents from Austrian universities will present their
work and discuss it with the keynote speakers of
the main conference.
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We would also like to draw your attention to two
events taking place at the end of the second day
of the conference: The first is a panel discussion
that presents interesting insights into the almost
completed easyRights project in which the De-
partment for Migration and Globalization at the
University for Continuing Education Krems is a
project partner. EasyRights aims to help migrants
gain knowledge about their rights by means of
intelligent technologies. Further easyRights
panels take place after the conference. Parallel to
the easyRights panel discussion, Gudrun Biffl and
Peter Huber will give first insights into the vol-
ume Migration & Arbeit, which will be published
later this year in the book series “Migration &...”".

The conference organisers wish to thank all
members of the programme committee for

their reviews and for many suggestions for the
arrangement of the conference. We wish to
express our appreciation to all institutional sup-
porters of this conference - beside the Austrian
Academy of Sciences, this particularly includes
the University for Continuing Education Krems
and the Research Foundation of the Land Nieder-
osterreich. We furthermore especially thank
Barbara Biziak, Hanneke Fried|, and Sabina Ertl,
who have supported us with great commitment
and excellent organisational skills in the planning
of this conference.

We now wish you many new insights, ideas for

future research projects, and a lively exchange of
thoughts with colleagues at this conference.

Building on the arguments developed in The
Shifting Border: Legal Cartographies of Migration
and Mobility (shortlisted for the 2022 C.B.
Macpherson Prize), Prof. Shachar’s keynote
lecture will explore three themes: the rise of the
shifting border paradigm in a world of heightened
migration pressures; the renewed significance

of states’ regulatory authority to permit or halt
movement as illustrated by the pandemic; and
the contrast between the regional response to
the Ukrainian refugee crisis and the breakdown
of solidarity in previous refugee crises. Together,
these themes elucidate the importance of new
conceptions of territoriality and the urgent need
to rethink the bonds of political membership in an
age of mass displacement, due to warfare today
or climate-induced migration tomorrow.

AYELET SHACHAR is Professor of Law, Political
Science & Global Affairs at the University of
Toronto, where she is the R.F. Harney Chair and
Director of Ethnic, Immigration and Pluralism
Studies.

Shachar has published extensively on the topics
of citizenship theory, immigration law, cultural di-

versity and women's rights, new border regimes,
highly skilled migration and global inequality, and
the marketization of citizenship.

This keynote talk illustrates findings of the

MPC’s Global Mobilities Project, which aims to
analyze data on the global structure of population
movements and the factors shaping them. In
particular, it will focus on two primary gate-
keeping capacities of contemporary states: visas
and cross-border infrastructures. As states rarely
opt for total closure or total opening of their
borders, rather seeking to filter flows, visas and
border infrastructures (like roads and check-
points) are key legal and material tools used to
manage permeability to incoming outsiders.
Empirically the talk will build on the Global Visa
Cost Dataset and the Global Border Permeability
Dataset (Recchi, Deutschmann, Gabrielli and
Kholmatova, 2021; Deutschmann, Gabrielli and
Recchi, forthcoming).

ETTORE RECCHI is professor of Sociology at
Sciences Po Paris as well as visiting fellow of
the Migration Policy Centre (MPC) of the EUI
(Florence) and the Institute Convergences
Migrations (Paris). A methodologically versatile

scholar, he has published more than 120 journal
articles, book chapters, edited volumes and
monographs. His papers feature in journals of
sociology (e.g., European Sociological Review),
political science (e.g., West European Politics),
European studies (e.g., Journal of Common
Market Studies), migration studies (e.g.,
International Migration Review), geography (e.g.,
Political Geography), global studies (e.g., Global
Networks), demography (e.g., Demographic
Research) and data science (e.g., EPJ Data
Science).

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HEIN DE HAAS is a sociologist and geographer
who has taught and worked in the Netherlands,
Morocco and the United Kingdom. He is cur-
rently Professor of Sociology at the University
of Amsterdam (UvA). Between 2006 and 2015,
he was a founding member and co-director of
the International Migration Institute (IMI) at the
University of Oxford. From 2017, he has been
directing IMI from its current home at UvVA. He is
also Professor of Migration and Development at
the University of Maastricht.

In his work, De Haas has advanced a long-term
view of migration as an integral part of global
change and development. De Haas is lead author
of The Age of Migration: International Population
Movements in the Modern World, a leading text
book in the field of migration studies. He also
maintains a blog on migration-related topics.

This presentation will focus on my
experiences of researching migration through a
feminist lens and on postcolonial and decolonial

PARVATI RAGHURAM is Professor in Geography
and Migration at the Open University (OU). She
has published widely on retheorising migration
of international students and skilled migrants,
particularly women in the IT sector and medicine.
She won the prestigious Murchison Award from
the RGS-IBG in 2016, making her the first non-
white woman to win this inits’ 120-year history.
She has written for policy audiences having

co-authored research papers for a number of
think-tanks and UN organisations.

She co-edits the journal South Asian Diaspora,
Geographical Journal and the Palgrave Pivot
series Mobility and Politics.

European migration research network) and used
to chair the Black Lives Matter group there.
